Approval of minutes:

Dick Bryan made a Motion to approve the December 2007 Minutes. Rocky Orgill seconded the Motion. Motion Carried. 

Treasurer’s Report: (see attached on back of minutes)

Joe Tilden made a Motion to approve the last Treasurers Report. Grant Stambaugh seconded the Motion. Motion Carried. 

Order Of Business:

1.) The Pachmayr rifle drawing was won by Todd Griffith.  The rifle was a custom .264 Winchester Mag donated by the Frank and Nanitta Pachmayr Foundation.  Nick Misciagna president of the Foundation attended the meeting and was introduced by Rocky Orgill.  Proceeds from the rifle drawing generated $6300 and was presented to Doug McWhirter of the Game and Fish Dept. The check was made out to the Wildlife Heritage Foundation for the Absaroka Elk Ecology Project.

2.) All remaining Youth Pheasant Hunts have been given away.

3.) The coyote bounty money has been closed down for lack of funds and will be reviewed again after the banquet.

4.) The Wyoming Game and Fish Department will be accepting public comment and hosting public information gathering meetings to discuss changes to Wyoming   G & F Regulations Chapter 21, Gray Wolves Designated as Trophy Game Animals and Chapter 28, Regulation Governing Big or Trophy Game Animal or Game Bird Damage Claims.  The Cody meeting will be January 24th at Big Horn Federal. Written comments will be accepted though Feb. 14, 2008.  Joe Tilden will author a letter to the editor on wolves.

5.) The Sweetwater SFW Chapter is no longer an active chapter as of January 1, 2008. They owe money to the Big Horn Basin Chapter.

6.) SFW is encouraging donations in honor of Courtney Feeley for an education fund to help his son Wyatt.

7.) A banquet Meeting will be held January 23rd at the Stebner’s residence in Powell.

8.) Dan Hunter and his Walleye Committee are gearing up for the Commission meeting April 23 and 24

9.) Chip Clouse discussed the problems of getting information out to the members of   SFW.  One of the economical ways is utilizing the Internet, but many service providers block emails he attempts to send out.  Anyone not receiving messages sent by Chip need to send him an email message at SFWWYO@bresnan.net.  He will reply and provide instructions to adjust their address book so the provider will not block future emails.  He said only 200 to 300 emails are opened out of 4000 sent out. Sending out letters as an option to reach all members is too expensive. It was discussed that some members could be advised at the banquet to minimize some of the communication problems associated with receiving email messages.  

10.) Banquet ticket prices were set at $55 for adults and $30 for children.  This price includes an adult membership of $25 for adults and $15 for children. The motion was made by Joe Tilden and seconded by Grant Stambaugh.  Motion carried.  The banquet doors will open at 4:00 on April 13 with dinner at 6-7 and speaker John Barasso to speak at 7:00.
